KAFUE NATIONAL PARK - BUSANGA PLAINS

Premier Wilderness Camp

Situated in the north-west corner of the Busanga Plains, Kapinga Camp lies on

the edge of a ‘tree island’ overlooking the plains.

The camp is designed to blend in with the environment, with natural products
used as much as possible in its construction. Interiors of the four en-suite
luxury safari tents are spacious: an indoor and outdoor shower complement
the appointments. Kapinga is shaded by a canopy of majestic trees and is set
on raised wooden platforms to enhance the panoramic view across the plains.
Lively colours and stripes characterise the main area, comprising a lounge,

dining area, camp fire and small pool.
Day and night game drives and walking safaris take place on and around the

plains, where the wealth of antelope is a big attraction for predators. A birder’s

special, the Bohm’s Bee-eater, can be seen in the parking area of the camp!
